SCALE OVERVIEW
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1. Power Charge level

2. Wireless Signal: Solid = Connected, Blinking = Not connected, currently
searching for wireless device to connect.

3. Weight Readings

4. Power Button: Press power button for 1 second to power on scale.
Hold Power button for 5 seconds to change measurement units.
Note: / scale is wirelessly connected to a phone, units can only be
changed using the APP.

5. Zero Button: Zeros scale with quick press.

6. Recharging Port: Connect 5V USB port or charger to charge scale

QUICK START

Download and install the App named, "UEi HUB".
amw  OWeronyour Scale by pressing the power button.
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HUB Make sure wireless connection is enabled on your mobile
device. Wireless controls can be found in the Settings menu
on your device.

Open the App "UEi HUB" on your mobile device.

Navigate to the SCALE screen and click on the TOOLBOX icon in the upper left
corner. Your scale should appear in the NEARBY TOOLS list. If not, tap the
Refresh icon on the right to scan again. When discovered, press and hold to drag
the scale to where it says DRAG TOOL HERE and release to initiate connection.
Once connected tap the BACK arrow in the upper left corner of the screen to
return to the SCALE screen.

You are now ready to view live weight measurements.

APP OVERVIEW

SCALE Home Screen

A. Viewing measurements: Once wireless
connection has been established
between the phone and your scale
you can easily view live weight
measurements, battery level, units, and
alarm status.

B. Setting a Zero point: Tap the “ZERQ”
button on the phone display to set
a zero point from which to measure
a differential weight. As weight is
then added or removed from the scale
platform the main display will calculate
the change in weight from the set zero
point.

UNITS AND ALARM

Scale Tools C. Setting Units: You can quickly switch
between metric or imperial units by
tapping KG/LBS.

D. Alarm Setting: Enable the alarm function
by tapping the alarm switch on or off.

E. Setting a Target Weight Alarm: Set
target weight value by tapping on the
Alarm fields, then type the values and
tap done. Once the alarm function is
enabled, the app will alert you if the
measured weight exceeds the target
threshold entered. The target weight
value works as both a positive and
negative value. For example, if you want
to know when 5lbs have been removed
from the scale platform, you can zero the
scale with a load placed on it, then enter

a target weight of blbs. When the displayed weight either drops to -5lbs or

rises to +5lbs the alarm will sound.

F. Tap the TOOLBOX icon in the upper left corner. The upper display shows
the battery level and wireless signal strength of the active scale. The
lower area shows any nearby scales that are ready to pair.
